Rain on a Distant Roof takes readers inside the frightening but fascinating world of
Lyme disease in Canada. Presented in lyrical prose, the story follows one woman's
struggle to understand the disease that’s destroying her body and mind. Armed with
a confusing diagnosis, a baffling array of symptoms, and a body that’s filled with
diabolical bacteria, she sets out to unravel the mysteries of her malady. Along the
way, she discovers challenges in properly diagnosing and treating the illness, deficits
in medical testing, conflicts among medical guidelines, and a public health response
that is, at best, problematic.

By 2020, it’s estimated that more than 80 percent of the
population of Eastern Canada will be living in regions that are endemic for Lyme
disease and the numbers of people infected with the illness are expected to soar.
What remains unknown about the illness continues to trump what is known,
placing the health of Canadians increasingly at risk. Welcome to Lyme disease in
Canada. Don't go into the woods today.

I'm staring at a doctor.

He’s staring at me. He has no intention of addressing a long list of symptoms and
isn’t afraid to tell me so. He’s in a vile mood. Or maybe that’s just his personality,
it’s hard to tell. Anyway, the doctor demands that I pick one symptom and he will
investigate that, nothing else.

So I'm trying to decide which one I should pick. Picking a defining symptom for
one’s illness requires a certain degree of self-diagnosis. I mean, how am I supposed
to know whether a persistent, iterant rash is more important than a profoundly slow
heart beat or a vibrating spine unless I at least take a stab at guessing what’s wrong
with me?

I don’t remember which symptom I chose. It doesn’t really matter. My problem
isn’t a single symptom, it’s a growing cacophony of them, and a doctor who will only
investigate one symptom is about as much use to me as an ice cube in Antarctica.
So I pick one and wait for permission to leave, no longer interested in anything the
doctor has to say.

From my perspective, my health is rapidly declining. Every system in my body is
falling apart. I'm on a one-way trip to immortality.

That doctors see things differently has not escaped my notice.

Journeys in Time and Place
Genni Gunn

Tracks is a compilation of personal travel essays that range across three continents,
from Italy, where Genni Gunn was born and spent her early years, to Canada, the US
and Mexico, and through Asia, where she has travelled many times, both reconnecting
with her sister and witnessing the emergence of new political realities in Myanmar.
This is no mere travelogue, however; the journeys into the new and unknown also
trigger the inner journey to the realm of memory. These pieces dig deep into personal
territory, exploring the family ties of an unusually peripatetic family.

In the 1950s, Gunn’s parents travelled within Italy, settling wherever Gunn’s
father’s work took him. Their two young daughters were parcelled out to relatives,
until the family reunited in Canada years later. Gunn’s father was a mysterious
presence — much later she learned he was working with British Intelligence, but
during her childhood all she knew was that he would disappear as suddenly as
he had appeared. Indelibly marked by this abandonment, the daughters became
wanderers themselves. While in some ways, their world shrank with the departure
of their parents, in other ways, their imaginations were opened to new possibilities.
Gunn explores some of those possibilities in this collection. An inveterate traveller,
she questions the impulse behind the need to stay in motion, to always be the
“other” in the world, while always seeking the home that never was.
